February 11th  
o Visit New Life Admin to download graphics for Easter and check out Canva templates!   
o Review the calendar on the Playbook to help you see what is coming in the coming weeks 

leading up to Easter.  
o Monday, January 29th Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  

 
o Wednesday, February 14th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask 

for prayer requests.   
 

February 18th 

o Monday, February 19th: Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  
 

o Wednesday, February 21st: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask 
for prayer requests.   

 



February 25th   
 

o Monday, February 26th: Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  
 

o Wednesday, February 28th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask 
for prayer requests.   
 

o TIP: if you have any communications requests or questions for an event now is a 
time to book a time to ask for help or fill out a communications request!  

 
 

March 3rd 
 

o Monday, March 4th: Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  
 

o Wednesday, March 6th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask for 
prayer requests.   
 

o Friday, March 8th: Post about your plans for Palm Sunday, Good Friday, and anything that is 
happening the week before Easter!  

 
 
 

March 10th  
o Monday, March 10th Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  

 
o Wednesday, March 13th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask for 

prayer requests.   
 
 

March 17th  
o Monday, March 18th Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  

 
o Wednesday, March 20th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask for 

prayer requests.   
 

March 24th  
o Monday, March 25th Draft out the email and make it more specific to your location!  

 
o Wednesday, March 27th: Post what your location is praying for (listed in the playbook). Ask for 

prayer requests.   
 

o Thursday, March 28th: Post a reminder about any Good Friday services or Send out an invite for 
people to come to your church on Easter Sunday!
