Series Theme: "Formed by Worship"
Through our lives, we are constantly shaped by what we prioritize, what captures our attention, and where we place our desire. Beginning the year, we will pause, refocus, and recalibrate our hearts to be formed by worshiping and seeking God.

Week 1: "What Are You Worshiping?"
· Text: Romans 12:1-2
· Key Verse: "Therefore, I urge you, brothers and sisters, in view of God’s mercy, to offer your bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and pleasing to God—this is your true and proper worship.
· Big Idea: Worship is not confined to church services; it is a daily offering of ourselves to God. This message encourages us to examine what occupies our thoughts and drives our actions, asking if our daily lives reflect a heart set on worshiping God.
· Practical Application: Challenge the congregation to start each day with a “living sacrifice” mindset, offering themselves fully to God’s purpose. Practical steps could include moments of gratitude, Scripture reading, or praying over decisions before making them.

Week 2: "Attention Shapes Affection"
· Text: Psalm 16
· Key Verse: Psalm 16:8-9
"I keep my eyes always on the Lord. With him at my right hand, I will not be shaken. Therefore my heart is glad, and my tongue rejoices; my body also will rest secure."
· Big Idea: What we focus on ultimately shapes what we love and prioritize. If we set our gaze on God, our affections will naturally align with His purposes. Conversely, if our attention is absorbed by lesser things, they will guide our desires.
· Practical Application: Encourage the congregation to “re-center” throughout the day by briefly pausing to acknowledge God’s presence in their daily activities. Practical ways include setting reminders on their phones or specific “check-in” times to pause and refocus on God.

Week 3: "Daily Worship as Spiritual Formation"
· Text: Colossians 3:15-17
· Key Verse: Colossians 3:17
And whatever you do, whether in word or deed, do it all in the name of the Lord Jesus, giving thanks to God the Father through him."
· Big Idea: Worship is both formative and transformative; it shapes us as we let the Word of Christ dwell richly within us. Worship as a daily practice goes beyond singing or prayer to encompass our actions, speech, and relationships, forming us to reflect Christ.
· Practical Application: Encourage congregants to find ways to infuse worship into their daily routines, such as listening to worship music, meditating on Scripture, or serving others with gratitude. Challenge them to reflect on each day as an opportunity to express worship in every interaction and task.

Each message in the series invites the congregation to deepen their worship beyond Sundays, helping them see daily life as an opportunity to offer themselves to God and be transformed by His presence.
